What funding pays for 
Here are some examples of what funds will pay for: 

£3,000 will support the digital platform for a year 
£3,000 will grow the email list over a year 
£3,000 will add a new editor to the team 
£3,000 will pay for someone to create events 

How we fund www.nineelms.org 
The project is funded through the Nine Elms 
Community Foundation, a charity controlled fund set 
up to promote ‘bridge building’ projects that 
connect new and current communities. Every 
financial investment is ringfenced for its purpose 
and audited under Charity Commission rules.
